Issues:
The European Commission has identified gender mainstreaming as a strategic issue. (EC, 2003.Vademecum, Gender Mainstreaming in the 6th Framework Programme. DG RTD, Unit C-5: Women in Science). Not only do they want to increase the number of women scientists, but they also want researchers and research proposals to be more gender sensitive.

Our training event will address the following issues:

· To reduce gender bias in research proposals

· To increase the competitiveness of research proposals by including the gender dimension into them. 

Objectives: 

· To make researchers better aware of gender issues in science

· To provide guidance to researchers for including gender dimension in their proposals

· To train them to take into account gender balance when setting up a research team

· To train them into using some of the tools of gender analysis

Strategy and Method:

Participants are encouraged to bring the project proposals they have prepared for the EU Framework programme. Examples will be analysed from a gender perspective and analysis conducted within sub-groups by gender analysis and linguistics experts

· Researchers actively involved in the preparation and formulation of research proposals seeking support from the EU Framework programs. 

· Representatives of National Contact Points (NCPs).
